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Last time | went to Los Angeles, | ended up getting a new pair of glasses. And this
week, they finally arrived by mail. The reason | had to get new glasses was because the
frame of my old ones had broken. So, with a bit of reluctance, | had them replaced. But
while | was getting them fitted, the optometrist said something quite surprising. The
glasses | had been wearing all this time didn't actually match my vision. Then they
asked me, almost in disbelief, whether | hadn't felt dizzy at all.

But to be honest, | hadn't felt dizzy in the slightest. If the frame hadn't broken, |
probably would have continued wearing them. So when | heard that, | found myself
wondering, "How could | have been so comfortable when my vision wasn't properly
corrected?”

It turns out that this is the power of adaptation. Our bodies, in their own remarkable
way, quickly adjust to discomfort. Given enough time, we may no longer even notice it.
Of course, not everyone is the same. Some people continue to feel and express
discomfort. But | don't think that is a bad thing at all. In fact, it is because of such
people that the world gradually becomes a more comfortable place.

In many ways, it is the same with sin. Most people grow accustomed to it so quickly
that they no longer feel any uneasiness about it. Yet there are those who remain
sensitive to sin, and because of that, they strive to turn away from it. And when you
look closely, it often seems that such people are the ones God chooses to use more
deeply.

So as Christians, it is right for us to remain sensitive—to feel a certain discomfort
when it comes to sin. Because it is through that awareness that we are drawn closer to
God.

My prayer is that you would always feel that gentle uneasiness toward sin, and
through it, walk ever nearer to Him. And may the blessings of God overflow in your
lives always, in the name of Jesus Christ.
