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When | introduce myself, | usually describe myself as a Biblicist. The reason is simple:
| have always believed that biblical theology should come before denominational
theology. In fact, whenever | prepare a sermon, | do not begin by asking, “What does
my denomination think about this?” Instead, | first ask, “What does the Bible say about
this?” Only after that do | look at the teachings of my own denomination, along with
the perspectives of others.

And yet, despite that, a pastor from another denomination who often listens to my
sermons once told me something interesting. He said, "When [ listen to your preaching,
| can strongly sense the spirit of the Holiness tradition.”

More recently, | came across a rather fascinating website. It was designed to show
which denomination a person’s theology most closely resembles. Out of curiosity, |
decided to take the test myself. To my surprise, the results showed that 93% of my
theology aligned with the Holiness denomination. Just as that pastor had said, perhaps
| really am a Holiness pastor to the very core of my being.

That result gave me a moment to reflect on myself once again. Because, as |
mentioned earlier, | did not become this way by trying to follow denominational
theology. Rather, | became this way while trying to follow the Bible itself. | simply tried,
as much as possible, to read Scripture with honesty and neutrality. And if the result of
that journey led me here, then perhaps that is not a bad thing at all. In fact, | found
myself grateful that God allowed me to grow within such a tradition.

And so, once again, | made a quiet resolution in my heart: to continue following the
Scriptures faithfully. If | can simply keep walking in step with the Word, | believe that
one day | will safely arrive in the kingdom of God. And when that day comes, | believe
it will be enough to receive His commendation.
