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This week, | experienced something rather unexpected. | became a target of
voice phishing here in the United States.

The person who called me introduced himself as a bank employee. He said that
someone had tried to use my card to make a purchase in Florida, and he asked
me to provide the last six digits of my card number to verify my identity. But
something about the conversation did not feel right, so | told him | would not
give him that information.

Then he asked me to log in to my bank account and tell him the last two items
| had purchased. So | told him the first item. But strangely, he did not seem to
understand what | said. That made me even more suspicious. If he were really
looking at my account in order to verify my identity, he should have been able to
recognize the item right away.

So when he asked for the second item, | told him | would not give him any
more information. Then he suddenly became flustered and hung up the phone. At
that moment, | realized that the whole thing had been a voice phishing scam.

These days, | hear that there are more and more people trying to deceive
others in this way, and sadly, many people have already fallen victim to these
scams. It seems that the world is becoming more and more broken. In fact, the
world feels so troubled that even dramas about “Teach You a Lesson” have
become popular.

Through this experience, | found myself thinking once again that the last days
may truly be near. It became a week in which | was reminded to stay awake, to be
spiritually alert, and to live with a clearer mind before God.
